Dear 4th Grade Parent(s),


Your child will be putting together a “PowerPoint” presentation in school using Open Office Impress on their assigned topic “All About Me”.  PowerPoint is a type of slideshow that can include words, pictures, music, animations, video, etc.  They have received a question sheet on what information is needed which they should have answered at home and brought in to school (Questions #1-13 due Jan. 11th; Q #14-25 due Jan. 18th). 

Each student will need personal pictures to include in their presentation (baby pics, vacations, family, pets, etc.)  In order to use the pictures in the presentation, the pictures need to be in digital format.  Any pictures you have that are already in digital form can be put on a CD, DVD, flash drive, etc. or they can be emailed to me at clongo@syrdiocese.org.  If your pictures are printed pictures, you can send them in (in an envelope or plastic bag) and I can scan them at school (or if you have a scanner, you can scan them at home and send in the picture file).  I promise any pictures sent in will be treated like the heirlooms that they are.  Pictures are not due until March, but the sooner you get them in, the easier it is for me to get them all scanned.

The questionnaire should be completed by January 18th.   Based on the answers to the questionnaire, your child will need to put together a “storyboard” at home for their presentation.  We discussed the storyboard extensively in class.  The storyboard is how the information from the questionnaire will be organized in the presentation – the name of each slide, the slide order, an idea of what picture(s) will be on which slide, and exactly what is going to be written on each slide.  This storyboard can be on index cards, on sheets of paper, etc. (one page for each slide).  The presentation should have a minimum of 10 slides including the title slide.  Each student received a sample storyboard sheet.  The first half of the storyboard is due in class January 25th with the final full storyboard due in class February 1st.  The questionnaire and storyboard are part of their grade.


The presentation will be put together in class only, not at home.  The work done at home is their questionnaire and putting together the storyboard.  If you have any questions, please email me, give me a call at school, or stop in the Computer Room.
