Photography Project – Picture Assignment

· Your assignment is to take the set of pictures listed on the next page using a digital camera (no camera phones, etc.)  

· Take as many shots of each subject as you want (or you have space for on your memory disk).  (You must have a minimum of 10 pictures – one for each category)

· A sheet is attached to help you remember which pictures you took for each category

· As you take the pictures for each category, check it off on the sheet to make sure you have done one for each category.

· Take the pictures at the highest resolution that your camera allows (unless you have an 8 Megapixel camera or higher, then you can use a lower setting).  

· When taking a picture, try the shot both with and without a flash.

· Don’t forget to hold the camera as steady as possible when pressing the shutter button. 

· Try to make the pictures as interesting as possible by using the compositional techniques we talked about.  

· See how many techniques you can include for each shot:

· Rule of thirds

· Horizon line

· Keep backgrounds simple

· Get close to your subject, if appropriate

· Keep the light source behind you, if possible

· Avoid mergers

· Correct use of flash

· Use of focus lock, if necessary

· Framing

· Use of geometric lines, angle, curves

Picture Assignment:  Due February 3, 2011
Remember:  Closer is usually better 

Subjects:  (Be creative.  Photography is an art!)

· An indoor formal shot of a single person seated (posed)

· An outdoor picture of a single person (posed or spontaneous)

· A single person doing an activity (e.g. cooking, reading, folding clothes, playing, sledding, etc.) – can be posed or spontaneous

· A group shot (could be a picture of your family, friends, etc.) (posed – indoor or outdoor)

· A picture you have taken using the self-timer that includes yourself in the picture – can be in a group or single (steady the camera on a shelf, table, tripod, etc. and compose the shot leaving a space for you to get in)

· A picture of an outdoor nature scene
· A picture of an outdoor inanimate object, statue or building
· A close-up of a common indoor object (use the appropriate close-up setting on your camera, if available)

· A close-up of an outdoor object (use the appropriate close-up setting on your camera, if available).

· A picture of any person, place, or thing taken from an unusual angle.

**You do not need to bring your camera to school.  After taking your pictures, you may bring in the memory disk, save the pictures to a flash/jump/thumb drive, or you may burn the pictures onto a CD-R / CD-RW  / DVD-R / DVD-RW to bring into school to transfer the shots onto your computer at school.
